MATH:

In order to find the answers to most of these questions you need to be able to convert. There are many good conversion tables online. 


DISTANCE:
Sweden is 1 571930 kilometer (km)  long. Sven and Inga are driving from the southern most part all the way to Treriksröset, which is from south to north of Sweden. They are driving on an average of 60 km per hour, and they will take three one hour breaks and two short 30 minute breaks. How long will the journey take? 

How many miles are 1 571930 kilometer (km)? How fast in miles would Sven and Inga have to travel to travel 60 km/ hour? 

POPULATION DENSITY:
As the term implies, "population density" refers to the number of people in a defined jurisdiction (here Sweden), in relation to the size of the area that they occupy (here size of Sweden).

There are 9.2 million people living in Sweden. The country is 173,732 sq miles. How many people are living on each square mile? 


CURRENCY:
You and your friend are going to Sweden on vacation. You will stay for three weeks and you will spend $150/week. $1 = 8:- (SEK - Swedish crowns) How many SEK will you need for your stay? 



MEASSUREMENTS:
You are visiting Aunt Ingrid in Sweden and she asks you to help her bake an apple pie. You get the recipe but it is all in metrics. You only have your American measurement cups with you. Convert the following recipe. 

ml = milliliter cl= centiliter dl = deciliter l = liter 
gr = grams kg = kilograms
 
6 apples
1,5 dl flour
1,5 dl sugar 
3 dl oats
.5 dl milk
100 gr butter (melted)

1 cl sugar
1 cl cinnamon

temp: 325 C
SWEDISH APPLE PIE

Peel and slice the apples. Put in a pie dish. 
Mix the sugar and cinnamon together. Sprinkle over the apples. 

Melt the butter. When melted pour the milk in with the butter. 
Mix flour, sugar, oats, melted butter / milk mix. 
Mix well. 
With a spoon, evenly spread out the mix and cover the apples. 

Put in the stove for 20 minutes. 

Wait for the pie to cool a little bit. Serve with vanilla ice cream.
